Why This Template?
Because I believe in the power of God’s Word to transform people’s lives, I have dedicated several years of my life to bring this series to fruition. 
I am passionate about using these booklets to reach a dark and dying world with the love of Christ and the hope of the Gospel. 
Initially, I had expected this series would be a small business. But one day, when I asked God what my next steps should be, He spoke to me through His Word and told me to: 
“…complete the ministry God has given you.” 
~ 2 Timothy 4:5 (NLT, 1996 version)
So, I shifted the focus from being a business to a ministry.
My vision, also, has evolved over time and I have come to believe that it is possible for millions of these booklets to be distributed (in both print and digital formats) around the world (see the document entitled The Vision at www.TheWordOfGodSeries.com for more info.) 
In order to make this a far-reaching ministry, accessing populations that I couldn’t on my own, I decided to invite others to partner with me in producing and distributing these booklets to their own personal networks. To help get it started, I have made templates of each booklet freely available to anyone who would like them.
This way you (whether you are a church, Christian organization or an individual) can easily re-create the booklets in your own ministry’s name, and distribute them to the people you minister to. 
I hope that this template will save you:
· Time – so you can benefit from the thousands of hours of development time that has been invested so far
· Money – eliminate layers of profit margin
Whether you simply replicate and reproduce what has already been done, build on it, or take this idea in a different direction, you won’t have to waste time starting with a blank page. 
I hope you can easily get these finalized, so you can begin sharing them with the people in your sphere of influence. 
On the following pages you will find document formatting tips.
Photo editing tips are also presented, as well as the preview images of each photo (with the Photo ID#), so you to easily find it on either bigstockphoto.com or shutterstock.com. Copyright and general info for each photo can be found here. 

Formatting Tips (if making changes to this document)
This document is ready to be exported to an eBook format. The app I used is through Amazon called Kindle Create.
If you make any changes to this document (such as pasting additional verses or entire sections into it), you’ll want follow the steps below. 
If you are not making any changes to this document, then just skip these steps.
When converting a document to eBook format, it’s best to remove tabs, indentations and soft returns. While using these formatting tricks in a print format can make the page much more readable (by adding white space to the page), in a digital format, these same tricks can disrupt the flow of the text and make it more difficult to read (since the view can change depending on the type of device, font size selected, etc.)
1) Remove all tabs, indentations and soft returns (Note, if a passage is too long, you can always add white space by inserting a 
	hard return (the Enter key only) after a sentence, with a 6 pt spacing after the line. (Layout / Spacing / After / 6 pt)
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2) Ensure that the spacing between the lines is consistent throughout the document. When the document is completed, select the entire document (Ctrl + A) and click on Layout / Paragraph / Multiple (under Line Spacing) and change the number to “1” 
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3) Ensure that the spacing between the characters is consistent throughout the document. After completing step 2 above, while the entire document is still selected, click on Home / Font / Advanced and change the Spacing to Normal
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Photo Editing Tips
At the end of this document you will find the copyright and descriptive info for each photo in the booklet, as well as editing suggestions for a few of them.
For the digital view, try to keep the photos as large on the page as possible, otherwise they will appear too small on devices. The preview photos in this document are a good size for digital format, so try to keep your photos the same size.
Most of the editing suggestions (especially brightening or increasing color saturation) should be very slight adjustments.
Editing photos within this document
Rotate: Doubleclick the photo, click on the Rotate Object icon. 
Note: rotating an image is more important in the print format, so that certain objects in the photo will face the center of the page (such as animal pics). This doesn’t matter in a digital format, but the suggestion to rotate certain photos is included below in order to keep the digital and print formats consistent (in case someone reads both the print and digital booklets.)

Editing photos in the Pictures editing app in MS Word
Navigate to your Pictures folder, doubleclick the photo, and click on the blue Edit button on left
Most of the editing can be accomplished using one of these 3 options:

Crop: Click on the Crop icon and drag edges to desired spot
Brighten a photo: Adjustment icon / Light / Brightness
Increase color saturation: Adjustment icon / Color / Saturation or Warmth
Remove distracting elements from a photo: Click on the Generative Erase icon, select a brush size and click on the part of the photo you want removed.

Photo Searching Tips 
Occasionally photographers pull their photos from the sites, so there may be some in this document that are no longer available. You can try using the same key words to search for the photo on other sites. Or, you can search for another photo on Bigstock: 
· Under All Images select Photos and search by key word. 
· At the next screen, make sure that Safe Search is on. 
· In the Category field, select either Landscapes, Nature or Animals.

Below are sample Forward and Copyright pages. Feel free to edit to reflect your ministry’s mission and vision.
The Table of Contents in this document contains links to each of the section headings. If you add any new sections to this document, be sure to:
1) Assign the Heading Style to the new section heading (in this document, it is referred to as Heading). 
Highlight the heading, click on Home, then Heading in the Styles box
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2) Bookmark the new section heading: Put your cursor after the first letter in the section heading, click on Insert / Bookmark and then give name the bookmark (no spaces in the name!)
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3) Add the new section heading to the Table of Contents page and add a link to the bookmark you just created: Highlight the text, click on Insert / Link / Place in this Document and select the section heading bookmark.
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[bookmark: KindleCreate]Kindle Create
Should you decide to use Kindle Create to export this to an eBook format, see the steps below. You can use Kindle Create to export to a Kindle KPF file and/or EPUB file:

Begin at https://kdp.amazon.com/en_US/bookshelf to set up the booklets on Amazon and install the Kindle Create app.
At the first screen, select Create New and Choose
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At the next Screen click on Continue. At the next screen click on Choose File, select the document, and click on Open. Then click on Continue and Get Started.	
At the next screen you will see a box labeled Suggested Chapter Titles. Click on Reject All.
Next, left-justify the entire document (a quirk with this application is that some portions of the document may be centered, while others portions are left-justified). Highlight the entire document, click on Formatting, and then the left-justify icon.
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Now you can begin assigning different elements to the Headings and Subheadings in the document so that, when someone is reading the eBook, they can easily jump to another section via the Table of Contents.
I use 2 elements: Chapter Title (for the key headings in the Brittanica Bold font) and Subheading (for the underlined subheadings).
As you begin assigning the elements, be sure to start by assigning the Chapter Title element to the Table of Contents: Headings and Subheadings heading. Then go through the rest of the document and assign either the Chapter Title or Subheading elements. 
You can change the formatting from the Kindle Create default, if you want. Below are the formatting options that I use for the eBooklets. 
Feel free to customize to suit your preferences.
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Finally, go through the document and click on each photo and change it to “Full Size.” (Note, another quirk with this app is that some photos just can’t be changed to full size, so they will appear smaller in the eBooklet).
When complete, first, save the document (File / Save Project). This will automatically put it in a folder. So when you export the document, be sure you export it to that folder.
To export, click on File / Export / KPF (Kindle and print). At the next screen, click on the file name to select it, and then click on Export.
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If you want the file in an EPUB format, go through the steps above and select File / Export / EPUB

People brought all their sick to him and begged him to let the sick just touch the edge of his cloak, and all who touched it were healed.

Jesus saw the huge crowd as he stepped from the boat, and he had compassion on them and healed their sick.

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He had healed many people that day, so all the sick people eagerly pushed forward to touch him.

Then he inquired of them the hour when he got better. And they said to him, “Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever left him.” So the father knew that it was at the same hour in which Jesus said to him, “Your son lives.” 
And he himself believed, and his whole household.

Now they came to Jericho. As He went out of Jericho with His disciples and a great multitude, blind Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, sat by the road begging. 
And when he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to cry out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Then many warned him to be quiet; but he cried out all the more, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” 
So Jesus stood still and commanded him to be called...And throwing aside his garment, he rose and came to Jesus. 
So Jesus answered and said to him, “What do you want Me to do for you?” 
The blind man said to Him, “Rabboni, that I may receive my sight.” 
Then Jesus said to him, “Go your way; your faith has made you well.” 
And immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus on the road.

On the way to Jerusalem he was passing along between Samaria and Galilee. 
And as he entered a village, he was met by ten lepers, who stood at a distance and lifted up their voices, saying, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.” 
When he saw them he said to them, “Go and show yourselves to the priests.” 
And as they went they were cleansed. 
Then one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, praising God with a loud voice; and he fell on his face at Jesus’ feet, giving him thanks. Now he was a Samaritan. 
Then Jesus answered, “Were not ten cleansed? Where are the nine? Was no one found to return and give praise to God except this foreigner?” 
And he said to him, “Rise and go your way; your faith has made you well.”
~ Luke 17:11-19 (ESV)
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When Jesus had again crossed over by boat to the other side of the lake, a large crowd gathered around him while he was by the lake. Then one of the synagogue leaders, named Jairus, came, and when he saw Jesus, he fell at his feet. He pleaded earnestly with him, “My little daughter is dying. Please come and put your hands on her so that she will be healed and live.” So Jesus went with him. 
A large crowd followed and pressed around him. And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years. She had suffered a great deal under the care of many doctors and had spent all she had, yet instead of getting better she grew worse.
When she heard about Jesus, she came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, because she thought, “If I just touch his clothes, I will be healed.” 
Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her body that she was freed from her suffering. 
At once Jesus realized that power had gone out from him. 
He turned around in the crowd and asked, “Who touched my clothes?”
“You see the people crowding against you,” his disciples answered, “and yet you can ask, ‘Who touched me?’” 
But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it.
Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering.” 
While Jesus was still speaking, some people came from the house of Jairus, the synagogue leader. “Your daughter is dead,” they said. “Why bother the teacher anymore?” 
Overhearing what they said, Jesus told him, “Don’t be afraid; just believe.” 
He did not let anyone follow him except Peter, James and John the brother of James. 
When they came to the home of the synagogue leader, Jesus saw a commotion, with people crying and wailing loudly. He went in and said to them, “Why all this commotion and wailing? The child is not dead but asleep.” But they laughed at him. 
After he put them all out, he took the child’s father and mother and the disciples who were with him, and went in where the child was. 
He took her by the hand and said to her, “Talitha koum!” (which means “Little girl, I say to you, get up!”). 
Immediately the girl stood up and began to walk around (she was twelve years old). At this they were completely astonished. He gave strict orders not to let anyone know about this, and told them to give her something to eat.
~ Mark 5:21-43 (NIV)
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When Jesus came into Peter’s house, he saw Peter’s mother-in-law lying in bed with a fever. He touched her hand and the fever left her, and she got up and began to wait on him. 
~ Matthew 8:14-15 (NIV)
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Capernaum, Israel

A man with leprosy came and knelt in front of Jesus, begging to be healed. “If you are willing, you can heal me and make me clean,” he said. 
Moved with compassion, Jesus reached out and touched him. “I am willing,” he said. “Be healed!” 
Instantly the leprosy disappeared, and the man was healed. Then Jesus sent him on his way with a stern warning: “Don’t tell anyone about this…” 
But the man went and spread the word, proclaiming to everyone what had happened. 
As a result, large crowds soon surrounded Jesus, and he couldn’t publicly enter a town anywhere. He had to stay out in the secluded places, but people from everywhere kept coming to him.
~ Mark 1:40-45 (NLT)

Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, pleading with Him, saying, “LORD, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully tormented.”
And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” 
The centurion answered and said, “LORD, I am not worthy that You should come under my roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will be healed…”
Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go your way; and as you have believed, so let it be done for you.” 
And his servant was healed that same hour.

When Jesus returned to Capernaum several days later, the news spread quickly that he was back home. Soon the house where he was staying was so packed with visitors that there was no more room, even outside the door. 
While he was preaching God’s word to them, four men arrived carrying a paralyzed man on a mat. They couldn’t bring him to Jesus because of the crowd, so they dug a hole through the roof above his head. Then they lowered the man on his mat, right down in front of Jesus. 
Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralyzed man, “My child, your sins are forgiven.” 
But some of the teachers of religious law who were sitting there thought to themselves, “What is he saying? This is blasphemy! Only God can forgive sins!” 
Jesus knew immediately what they were thinking, so he asked them, “Why do you question this in your hearts? Is it easier to say to the paralyzed man ‘Your sins are forgiven,’ or ‘Stand up, pick up your mat, and walk’? 
“So I will prove to you that the Son of Man has the authority on earth to forgive sins.” 
Then Jesus turned to the paralyzed man and said, “Stand up, pick up your mat, and go home!” 
And the man jumped up, grabbed his mat, and walked out through the stunned onlookers. 
They were all amazed and praised God, exclaiming, “We’ve never seen anything like this before!”
~ Mark 2:1-12 (NLT)

Now he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath. And behold, there was a woman who had had a disabling spirit for eighteen years. She was bent over and could not fully straighten herself. 
When Jesus saw her, he called her over and said to her, “Woman, you are freed from your disability.” And he laid his hands on her, and immediately she was made straight, and she glorified God.

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Old City of Jerusalem

One Sabbath, when Jesus went to eat in the house of a prominent Pharisee, he was being carefully watched.

He said to them, “If any of you has a sheep and it falls into a pit on the Sabbath, will you not take hold of it and lift it out? How much more valuable is a person than a sheep! Therefore it is lawful to do good on the Sabbath.” 
Then he said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” So he stretched it out and it was completely restored… 
But the Pharisees went out and plotted how they might kill Jesus.

While he was still speaking [in the Garden of Gethsemane] a crowd came up, and the man who was called Judas, one of the Twelve, was leading them…
When Jesus’ followers saw what was going to happen, they said, “LORD, should we strike with our swords?” And one of them struck the servant of the high priest, cutting off his right ear. 
But Jesus answered, “No more of this!” And he touched the man’s ear and healed him.
